VENTILATION

Continuous ventilation from the bottom to the top of the installation is critical to the performance of the cladding.
A minimum of 27mm ventilation space should be allowed between the cladding and the breather membrane,
insulation or wall.

It is essential that continuous ventilation is maintained between the Green - Air Inlet « Blue - Air Outlet
vertical battens from top to bottom and adequate expansion is
allowed for at the ends of the boards.

OPEN CONSTRUCTION

When fixing to open batten construction such as
sheds or timber frame structures a rigid sheet
material such as OSB is required to separate the
ventilation space between the cladding battens
from the airspace inside the structure.

INSTALLATION NOTES

Fixing

Only use corrosion resistant screws for fixing
cladding planks and accessories. Cladding should

only be installed at temperatures within the range
of 5° - 25°C.

Expansion

The recommended minimum expansion gaps at the
ends and between cladding planks (See Diagram
112,13 & 14) should be strictly adhered to. A
minimum of 27mm

Breaks

Where a cladding panel exceeds 6m in height, a
horizontal break should be provided by use of a
drip trim to facilitate ventilation openings. See
figure 17a. For installations greater than 10m long a
vertical break will be required. Vertical breaks
mitigate any cumulative expansion. Horizontal
breaks aid cooling of cavity and in some cases are
required as cavity breaks for preventing spread of
flame between storeys, such as in cases where
there are different occupancies.

Finishing
Where required fit a cover strip or drip trim to

prevent rain from entering the cavity at the top of
the installation.

The guidance for provision of expansion and
ventilation provided in this document applies in
all cases including windows, doors, gables ends,
dormers etc.

Ensure that all installations comply with local
Building Regulations and general good building
practice. Consult you local Planning Department
for guidance.

MAINTENANCE
Regular Inspection

Under normal conditions Freefoam cladding
requires minimal maintenance. Environmental
impacts may effect the visual appearance of the
facade. An annual inspection of the ventialtion gaps,
joints and fixings is recommended. Detection and
repair of possible damage ensures longer life for
our cladding.

Cleaning

Clean Freefoam cladding with cold or lukewarm
water. If necessary add mild household cleaning
detergent that does not contain solvents. You can
also use High Pressure washer (on half power) to
clean cladding. Do not use solvents or aggressive
cleaning products. Start at the top. At least once a
year is recommended.

Impact from Nature

Coastal locations are subject to more extreme
conditions due to salt laden moist air and wind-
blown sand. We recommend more regular
inspections in such locations. Pay particular
attention to corners of cladding, around windows
and doors particularly those facing the prevailing
wind.

STORAGE

+ Prior to installation cladding should be stored out
of direct sunlight.

+ Check the cladding surface for damage prior to
installation.

+ Complaints of surface defects will not be accepted
after installation is complete.
